Fall Enrichment is here! Classes begin Thursday October 16 and run for
7 WEEKS (no classes on Y2 days or holidays) through the week of
December 8-12.

AT THE BELL (3:15 PM)

ALL Enrichment students will go directly to the hall outside the LOWER GYM at 3:15
for check-in and snack. KINDERGARTENERS will be met at the portables to be guided
to the snack location. Classroom teachers will be given a daily list of all students
participating in our program to help guide the students. IMPORTANT: the exception to
this policy is Recreation Department After School Daycare children should go first
to check in at the cafeteria before proceeding to the Lower Gym hallway.

SNACK

All students will be given a simple snack of pretzels and water. By request of school
administration, please DO NOT send in another type of snack for your child unless
you contact us that he or she has a problem that would make this necessary.

BEHAVIOR POLICY

Children are expected to behave appropriately and respectfully during all classes.
Please read the attached behavior contract with your child. Then sign and return
with your registration form.

PICK-UP TIME (4:25 OR AS SPECIFIED IN CATALOG)
